SUMMARY

In November 1943 the formation of the Institute of History of the Academy
of Sciences of Armenia gave a new impetus to the national historiography. The
foundation of the Institute and the first years of its activities are inextricably
linked with the name of the first President of the Academy of Sciences of
Armenia, academician H.A. Orbeli. The Institute soon put together the team of
prominent representatives of the Armenian historical science and became a
leading centcr of the historical thought of the Republic. In fact, there started a
systematic and holistic study of the history of Armenia and the Armenian people
from ancient times to the modem period.

Since its formation the Institute had departments of ancient and medieval,
new and modem history, archaeology, philosophy, which served as a basis for the
establishment of separate scientific institutes ofthe Academy of Sciences. In 1947
the departments of philosophy and history o f arts became independent institutions.
In 1957 the group studying the Middle East separated from the Institute and the
department of Oriental Studies was formed, which later was transformed into the
Institute of Oriental Studies. In 1959 the Department of Archaeology and
Ethnography separated from the Institute and on its basis the Institute of
Archaeology and Ethnography of the Academy of Sciences was formed.

Until 1991 9 research departments functioned at the Institute, then there
were formed thematic groups. At present there are 7 departments and a research
center (named after Archbishop Mesrop Ashchyan). The Ilatter includes a
museum, a printing house, which publishes the works of the scientific stallof the
Institute. The Institute has 2 academicians, 2 corresponding members, 21 doctors
and 47 candidates of science. At the Institute functions a specialized council of the
High Attestation Commission of the MES of RA, on the speciality "History of
Armenia". There also functions the Department of History and International
Relations of the International Scientific-Educational Center of NAS RA, realizing

training programs for magistrates.
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After gaining independence by the Republic of Armenia the achievements of
the Armenian historiography have been summarized in the forthcoming new
edition of “The History of Armenia’ (four volumes, 2 books of each, one in
Russian and one in English) realized by the Institute of History of the National
Academy of Sciences. In 2010 the first book of the third volume (the second half
of the 17th century - 1900) and the first book of the fourth volume (1918-1945)
were published.

During 70 years of the existence the Institute of History of NAS RA by
means of its productive work realizes a special and important role in the study of
the problems of the history of the Armenian people and the development of the
Armenian historiography.

SUMMARY

The administration ofthe Institute of History of the Academy of Sciences of
Soviet Armenia decided to organize a session of young aspirants and researchers
of the Institute, with a view to promote the proffcssional growth of young
historians. The first youth session took place on 25-26 October 1962 and became
continuous. 33 sessions have been organized until now.

In 1979 the Council of Young Researchers was founded, playing an
important role in the organization of youth conferences, scientific life and
different entertainments of young researchers. Since 1970 the theses of the
conferences of young researchers have been published. Since 1977 the best
reports of the conferences are being published in the “Questions of Armenian
History' - the annual collection ofthe Institute of History.
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Several generations of historians have been educated and recieved their
professional preparation during the youth conferences of the Institute of History.
Many of them became prominent historians and skilled organizers of science.

ABOUT SOME SPECIFITIES CONCERNING THE
ARMENIAN APOSTOLIC CHURCH'S RELATIONS
WITH STATE IN EARLY MIDDLE AGES

SUMMARY

After acceptance of Christianity as the state religion /301/ in Armenia, the
Armenian Church had to solve such important question as the administrative-
legal status and to determine its relations with the state. At the beginning of the
4th century the relations between Church and state took such form and content,
that were preserved with unimportant changes in the whole Christendom during
centuries. The Church, as an organizing structure, had the state protection.
However, the Catholicos power in Armenia was not merely ecclesiastical: the
Armenian patriarches were taking special position in state affairs. They were
enjoyed some privileges.

At the beginning of the Middle Ages the common faith united the whole
Christian Church, and the Armenian Church was its important part. The first
Ecumenical council of Nicea /325/ was the important event of the union of
Christian faith. The canons ofthe council are the basis of Christian ideology and
true faith also for the Armenian Church.

SIGNIFICANCE OF GUGARK BDESHKUTYUN
IN THE DEFENCE SYSTEM OF THE NORTH-
EASTERN BORDER OF GREAT ARMENIA IN
THE INTERPRETATION OF THE XIX CENTURY

FRENCH ARMENOLOGISTS

SUMMARY

Study on the question of Gugark bdeshkutyun in historiography is connected
with the research o f the title "bdeshkh" and the border military-administrative unit
"bdeshkntyuri’ mentioned by early medieval Armenian authors. In connection
with it interpretations of French Armenologists are important. Saint Martin
drawing attention to the term bdeshkh ("margrave") noted that bdeshkh had to
protect the province of Gugark "against intrusions of the Iberians and the northern
peoples". According to Marie Brosse, bdeshkh, in ftmctional meaning, is an
Armenian title which wore provincial governor, holding office of bdeshkh in the
province of Gugark ofthe Kingdom of Great Armenia.

After the fall of the Armenian Arshakuni kingdom (428) the status of
Gugark bdeshkhutyun underwent changes.

SUMMARY

In the seventh century, «Ashkharhatsutys» as a primary source of propor
Atghank administrative division gives detailed information on its provinces. For
instance, Eghni territorially exceeded other provinces and its borders reached the
suburbs of Velis-Tsikhe.

In the east, Getaru was separated from Kholmaz and Kagats Dasht by the
river Sani, and Marzipan was located in the vicinity of Kholmaz.

Kagats Dasht was located at the lower tributaries of the rivers Sebodzh and
Sani. The southern border of Vostan reached Sebodzh riverbed, on the opposite
bank o f which was Kagaberd.

Hambasi stretched to the South and did not border with the Caucasian ridge.
Most part of this province must have been located in that part of Gegavu valley,
which is placed on the map by S. Yeremyan as Bazkan territory. Gegavu borders
reachcd Kokison bordering with Marzpan province in District of Vostan.

FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE

SUMMARY

The first reference of Armenians in Uruguay dates back to 1890. The main
wave of immigration of Armenians into Uruguay took place at the beginning of
20s of XX century as a result of influx of Armenian refugees, survivors of the
Armenian Genocide from Western Armenia to many countries of the world,
including Uruguay. According to the census of 1931, four thousand Armenians
already lived in Uruguay. During this period formation of the Armenian
community in Uruguay took place. A number of Armenian charitable and public
organizations were founded at the end Of the 30s of the XXc. Armenian
traditional parties started to operate in Uruguay. At 60s numerous Armenian
organizations were working in Uruguay whose primary goal was recognition
and condemnation of the Armenian Genocide by the Uruguayan Government.
On April 20 1965 Uruguay became the first country in the world to recognize
officially the Armenian Genocide.

At the beginning of the XXI century about 20 thousand Armenians were

ARMENIAN-GEORGIAN DISAGREEMENTS IN
THE PROBLEM OF LAZISTAN DURING THE
LONDON CONFERENCE

(FEBRUARY-MARCH 1920)

SUMMARY

After the proclamation of independence of the First Republic of Armenia
one of the priorities of the foreign policy ofthe RA was the provision of access to
the sea. Lazistan was observed as one ofthe possible options to resolve this issue
around which discussions were held from February 12 to April 10, 1920 during
the Supreme Council’s conference in Ixmdon. For the final resolution of the issue
and the settlement of Anglo-French contradictions on 17 February, 1920 a
Commission for the determination of the borders of Armenia was formed. During
the Commission’s session on February 21 the Armenian delegates proposed,
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among others, the demand for access to the sea at Lazistan, too. During the
session on February 25, the Georgian delegates rejected the claim of the
Armenians. Finally, on February 27, the Supreme Council, taking into account the
opinion of the Commission put forward a project where it was envisaged to
include Lazistan as an autonomous unit in Armenia. On March | the Georgian
delegation sent a note to the Supreme Council with the rejection of the above
mentioned project and the issue was moved to the San Remo Conference agenda.
The Georgian delegation refused all the versions proposed by Armenia to have

own access to the sea.

THE FORMATION OF THE TERRITORY AND

BORDERS OF THE ARMENIAN SSR
(DECEMBER, 1°20- BEGINNING OF 1922)

SUMMARY

According to the Russian-Armenian Erevan Treaty of December 2, 1920
Armenia was sovietized and proclaimed independent Soviet Socialist Republic
the territory of which constituting more than 43000 kmJ. was recognized by
Soviet Russia. But afterwards, Bolshevik Russia did not protect the interests of

newly established Soviet Armenia and the Armenians in the question of
definition of the borders of the Armenian SSR Not only Western, but also
tangible part of Eastern Armenia were illegally transferred to Turkey, Soviet
Azerbaijan and Soviet Georgia in 1921. But territorial losses of Soviet Armenia
continued also in subsequent years. As a result, the borders of Soviet Armenia
were again cut and the Armenian statehood appeared to be limited within

vulnerable borders on the territory of only 29742.59km:

A large number of Armenians were living in different comers of the Russian
Federation, in the North Caucasus, Don and the Crimea.

The number of national village councils in the Northern Caucasus reached
158 in 1928, of which 22 were Armenian. There were Armenian national rural
councils in the districts of Don, Maikop, Chernomorsk (the Black Sea eastern
region), Stavropol and Terek. Later, the Armenian rural councils grew in number.
Two Armenian national districts had been formed within the bounds of the
closely-spaced national and mixed rural councils in the RSFSR (in the North-
Caucasus region). An Armenian national territorial-self-administrative unit was
created of Armenian villages in the Maikop and Kuban districts in 1925 (1925-
1953) and the Miasnikyan one within the district of Don in 1926 (1926-1963).

The formation of Armenian national rural councils and districts in the areas of
the compact residences of Armenian population in the RSFSR facilitated the
resettlement process ofa number of Armenian refugees in that country.

SOVIET ARMENIAN VILLAGE SCHOOL DAILY

SUMMARY

On June 22 1941 started the Great Patriotic War which greatly affected the
Soviet public life in all areas. The Soviet school appeared in new routine
conditions, the number of pedagogical staff reducted, beeing replaced by new low
guality professional teaching staff, low school attendance lack of textbooks the
demand for fuel, the spread of infectious diseases among the pupils the lack of
clothing and shoes, famine, etc. in parallel with increased involvement of children
in agricultural works and popular events. Because of the war the most important
achievements of compulsory education were threatened. In spite of the difficulties
caused by teachers were able to perform their tasks with dignity, (being deprived
of basic living conditions). The Soviet Armenian school was able to implement
the mandatory training.

The article discusses several issues between RA and IRI, that were in the
years of Karabakh'’s national liberation war (1992-1994) in the Armenian-1ranian
diplomatic relations. RA-1RI intergovernmental diplomatic relations seriously
sufferred twice during the Karabakh's conflict: at first with liberation of Shushi
and the opening of Berdzor humanitarian corridor and the strike of Iranian
airplane in 1994. But mentioned events didn't hamper subsequent good-
neighbourliness of two states. Tehran and Yerevan found their friendship
unshakable keeping to the formula - to ignore all provocations of Baku. The sides
were wise and showed long-range approach in tense moments endangering
bilateral ties. They remain faithful to their principles and exert efforts to keep
