ROSE AND THE NIGHTINGALE:
A PERSIAN MOTIF IN MEDIEVAL
AND MODERN ARMENIAN VERSE

New Persian poetry exerted a major inﬂgence on the liter‘atyre of severa|
surrounding cultures both Islamic (Arabic, Turkish, Urdu) and Christian (Armeniap,
and Georgian). !

The theme of the rose and the nightingale in the rose-garden which we find first
in the mevnavi romance form by exponents like Sanai and ‘Attar in the 12th century
is later widely exploited in the lyric ghazal genre from the 13th onwards. Thereafter
we observe its entry into those literatures also as a love motif either sacred or secular.
This paper contends that whereas its usage in the other contexts largely parallels its
function and connotations in Persian, in Armenian it plays a much more central
role, with most poets from the 13th to the 18th century as well as those of the East
Armenian Romantic movement of the 19th composing in this style. It also argues that
in the Armenian literary milieu the motif evolved into one of the most plastic models,
metamorphosing into a kaleidoscopic variety of permutations testifying to Armenian
literature’s creative vitality.

It is first encountered in taghasatsutiun (13th—18th cc.) largely propagated by the
clergy (e.g. Kostandin Erznkaci (c.1260—c.1340) and Patasar Dpir (c.1683—1768) who
deftly juxtaposed elements of Persian Sufi theoretics with Christian mystical allegory
from the Song of Songs to fashion a new more personal medium to express the theme
of union with Christ. The first treatments are short romances characterized by extended
dialogue between the lover and beloved. This dramatic feature, in turn, gives rise to
new mises-en-scéne such as the Annunciation by Arakel Bagisheci (c.1390—1454).
The topos of the rose and nightingale enduring separation in early spring finds several
nnovative applications. Mkrtich Nagash (c.1400—c. 1469) uses it to Christianize the
prp—exgting lament of the exile languishing far away from home to symbolize our
alienation from God through expulsion from the Garden of Eden (associated with the
rose-garden as Pgradise). Meanwhile, Grigoris Achtamarci (c.1480—1544) arguably
employs the motu'“ as a vehicle to mirror his relations with his religious teacher from

Contrary to our initial impression perhaps of the limited range this motif might
offer for thematic t.explmta_tlon, in fact it proved to be one of the most plastic of models
undergoing a kaleldoscoplg variety of permutations in the course of the period from
e 13th to the 19th centuries, unparalleled, as far as I can ascertain, in surrounding
cultures. Though much of it is often classified as one of decline and stagnation through
joss of statehood, poetically it is of great significance in the exploration of new forms of
expression testifying to the tradition’s creative vitality. Naturally in the time available
treatment cannot be more than summary and so I shall concentrate on the main
applications and their innovators. At the same time, as the motif'is generally employed
allegorically, I should like to keep in tension the two extremes of interpretation both
spiritual and secular, as well as a third harmonizing approach developed more recently.

Granted the diversity of representation by its various exponents, one feature
common to all the poems under review is medium. In contrast to older Armenian
poetry both oral and ecclesiastical where prosody was determined by stress accent,
medieval compositions (tals) were metrical, the length of a line being determined by
the number of syllables. Although the earliest examples derive from the 8th century,
the first to popularize it was the Catholicos Nerses Shnorhali in the mid-12th. At the
conclusion of his poem Yisus Ordi (Jesus the Son) he indicates that the reader may
be more familiar with meter as “the song of Aphrodite”, i.e. love song, which thus
suggests the existence of an oral tradition which has vanished almost without trace.
Hence, Nerses’ role was that of General Booth at some centuries’ remove. Appreciating
the growing disjunction between the vernacular and the more conservatlive idiom
of liturgical texts, he attempted to re-establish contact with the peoplp in a more
accessible verse form. However, the latter was not primarily for use during services,
but at other assemblies.

Not that that
was incident free either. In fact, he complains that one group had regarded the piece
as fleshly, not spiritual, thus necessitating a full commentary to explain the allusions.

Kostandin’s application of the rose and nightingale motif is the earliest extant,
although (not surprisingly) the two components are fpun'd sgparately before this
date, but that is a separate issue. Unfortunately, the distinction is sometimes blurred
in Armenian scholarship. As in the realm of art history hqrf: to'o the tendency is to
downplay foreign influences, arguing for independent utﬂ%zatlon of ‘Ehemcs often
seen as deriving from the pre-Christian past. However, th}s ex.plananon do?g. {10t
appear convincing since this imagery is absent from ﬂ%mleman literature of (?IIIC'lan
provenance, where an independent state functioned until 1375: on the contrary, it arises
in the traditional Armenian provinces to the North and East, which came under Islamic
suzerainty at an earlier date. Though of unclear origin, the motif attests to its early
association with love at a prominent position in the first incident in ‘Attar’s celebrated
Mantig-at-tayr or Colloquy of the Birds. So infatuated is the nightingale with the
rose that it cannot accompany the other birds on their quest for the simurgh. Indeed
the impression is left there that it was a generally recognized component of erotic
poetry, singing “yearning songs of love,” but desolate when parted from the object
of its passion. The Hoopoe’s reply to this is also of interest: “If the smile of the rose
arouses your desire, it will only fill your days and nights with lamentations. Forsake
the rose and blush for yourself; for she laughs at you with each new spring and then
she smiles no more.” This is only to be “dazzled by the exterior form of things” in
a delusive attachment and not to attain one’s true fulfillment. Moreover, the allegorical
role of the birds in that work is functionally parallel to that of the natural elements
in Kostandin’s tales. With the tremendous popularization of Sufism in 13th century
Anatolia, employing the language of secular love lyric to express communion between
God and the believer, it is only to be expected that the Christian population should
be exposed to such trends, especially as an exponent of the caliber of Rumi had only
recently died and Yunus Emre was still in his prime at the tekke near Sivas.

Returning to Kostandin’s poem, which was misconstrued, we observe its essence
consists in the arrival of spring and regeneration of nature. The pastoral joy experienced
by birds and flowers is interrupted by a jealous attack on the rose by many of the
other flora. However, the plot is foiled by the nightingale’s announcement of the
rose’s appearance, at which some of the flowers wither, others flee, while others shudder
and mourn. On being hailed by the nightingale as “king of flowers,” the rose replies
It 1s also lord of love and that is why its heart is yellow, Without love it could not bear
to remain among the thorns, otherwise it would have been borne away by the wind.
Only where there is love, is beauty found. Through the rose’s fragrance living thil}gs
come alive and all the world’s cares and delusion disappear. The rose is mixed with
sugar to become a cure for heartache, while as rosewater it bestows the fragrance of

Nevertheless, some telltale signs point .lo !he allegory’s c,leeper significance
The main theme is separation and the beginning of the rose’s reply hints at
circumstances which occasioned it. “Alas that I was deprived of your sweet sight,
and am estranged in this province; 1 became isolated frorp the ﬂ_ock ... Fury from
the creator fell upon us, the north wind struck us, the severity of winter befel] us, my
bountiful leaves fell from me.” What is being described in the Seljuk invasion of the
Caucasus and westward exodus of many of the nobility, which then became establisheq
in Cilicia. The poet Xachatur Kec‘arec'i also wrote a moving lament on the princes
who had fallen in defense of their country and in 1299 asked his friend Stepannos,
Metropolitan of Siwnik*, to compose another in which a similar thought is expressed.
These the mother church of Ejmiacin is represented as a widow calling out:

“Where are you, my precious children?

Return to me, your erstwhile mother,

And as it behoves all children,

Look after your aged parent.”

The regal association of the rose probably facilitated deciding the roles in which
the characters were cast.

In the second half of the 14th century Hovhannes Tlkuranci resumes
Kostandin’s theme of spring where the infatuated nightingale and rose appear among
the other paraphernalia, but here pride of place is given to the vine. This was the
tree, which Adam abused and brought about mankind’s expulsion from paradise, but
also ushered in new hope through Christ’s sharing the wine with his disciples in the
Upper Room. After spring comes autumn, likened here to old age and culminating
in death. One must practice virtue in order to gain entry to the coming spring, which
will not pass away.

The transience of life is handled in similar vein by Mkrtic Nalas, archbishop of
Amida in the mid-15th century. Here, however, the rose and nightingale return to
center stage and the whole poem is played out as a dialogue between them with an
epilogue on the part of the author. In a very carefully orchestrated crescendo, the two
speakers first view over how deeply they feel the wounds of love, the absolute death
that parting causes and the lack of mercy they show each other. Then they compete
over egregious compliments. The one is like the sun, the other the moon, the fame of
one has spread over the town, the other’s is known throughout the world. When the
one appears, the other’s spirit returns, while all the world is permanently aflame with
!OYC for'the other. The poet then interjects that though the rose is exquisitely beautiful,
it is delicately fragile as is the love of this world. Thereafter comes real death and so,
%f there are to be wounds and lamentation, they are more appropriate to impending

while Xachatur’s night?ngale implored divine assistance “with the voice of angels”.
Moreover, as well as being a palace, the Virgin was often likened to the burning bush
of Sinai. Additionally, a number of Gospel allusions such as being called “blessed”
and “rejoicing” are subtly introduced in passing, and blend well into the texture of
the typical dialogue. At the same time, the youth’s propositions and the maiden’s coy
reserve in response are part of the stock-in-trade of secular love poetry.

Advancing to the 1520s, we find a completely different application by Grigoris
Altamarci, catholicos of Altamar, reverting to the notion of separation, which is central
to his three allegories. In the first, the nightingale collects the dove and goes to see the
rose open its petals, singing a joyous ghazel for the occasion. The poet also is aflame
with love for his rose, sighing and lamenting the gulf that divides them. Appealing to
his friends, he implores them to find a means of entering the rose’s service. His final
petition he addresses to the rose itself, beseeching it not to consider him unworthy
and send him empty away. His heart will burn out with longing if the flower does not
reply. The setting bears a strong resemblance to that in which the poet pleads with his
teacher not to ignore him, but to receive him back and school him. If he comforts all the
other brothers, why is Grigoris neglected? And so he concludes by asking the brothers
to implore his forgiveness. From this we may deduce the teacher is portrayed as the
rose in the previous example, too. In the second the flowers upbraid the nightingale
for his constant serenade and try to expel him from the garden, but it protests that
love compels it to be the rose’s asik. When the wind stirs the rose’s petals, his liver is
distraught, Moreover, he complains he is a byword among birds because the rose does
not look at him. However, the rose interjects it will not depart again, and is described
s stainless and free from temptation. Meanwhile, the dove tells the rose to speak to
the nightingale when it comes to greet it and to distinguish if from other birds. The
Nightingale however, complains the rose’s heart is devoid of love, and that is why ‘1t
Stejected, to which the rose responds it needs the nightingale and bec.k‘ons it.

In contrast to these more elaborate treatments, Persran.and Turkish poetry generally
employed the motif allusively, and this approach is. evinced by some of Grigorig
contemporaries, whose poems too are a closer reﬂe.ctlon of the ghaze!. For example_
Lazar Sebastaci describes his rapture as a beauty with all the conw?ntl.onal attributes
walks by. He leaves behind the commandments and follows .thc glrl,_ infatuated Jike
the rose for the nightingale, yet how, he asks himself, can he judge this passing worlq
like an animal? For his countryman Hovasap the image represents the perfection
of Eden. Rose and nightingale would sit at a table groaning with food, singing each
other’s praise, and the bird would lay his head on the rose or put his arm around her
neck. The poet’s beloved, however, has no mercy on her youth’s yearning. Again, the
poem closes with a deprecating reference to the ravings contained in it, since they do
not edify the soul. That by this time though the protestation had lost much of its impact
isbrought out in another poem where the poet marvels at the nightingale’s persistence
in enduring the thorn and his long laments to obtain his desire. Yovasap‘ concludes
that it is the Creator’s will the nightingale should succeed, but not to forget to fear
him too and blame the poet.

With Karapet Dpir the tone becomes even lighter by the introduction of a refrain
and dispensation with any explicit moral. Instead, this is suggested directly by the
narrative. The nightingale puts on boots in search of the rose, sits by her, and complains
to the wind. But the other trembles when the wind calls out, “Rose, rose.”

An even more secular strain is evident in the 17th century poet Nalas Hovnatan.
In one of his compositions, he likens the beloved to a rose blossom, while he is
a mad nightingale longing for a sight of her. Another case sees both similes applied
to the beloved: her face shines and glistens like the rose, while her mouth speaks like
a nightingale and sweetly laughs. The transformation is complete in a third, where the
beloved is the nightingale with tongue like sherbet. She is the adornment of roses with
her dark tresses and deep eyes piercing him like a knife. Can she not have pity on him?

Although much less inventive, another poet extremely enamoured of the motif was
Paltasar Dpir, writing in the first half of the 18th century, who recapitulated several of
the previous usages. The nightingale looks in vain for the rose, inquiring of the gardener
whether he knows anyone else that weeps so profusely. This theme is sustained with
even greater pathos in another work where the poet is the speaker, recognizing that
tears are his lot. However, the more joyous aspect of love is reasserted in a poem of two
short stanzaslwhere, with the onset of spring, the flowers, jealous of each other, hasten
1o sprout their buds, and a voice encourages the nightingale, “poor wretch, your desire
has been fylﬁlled,” and this gives way to unreserved enthusiasm in a eulogy. However,
the most interesting is undoubtedly his gentle rendering of the annunciation. The
nightingale is to cease from mour ning as his love has been conceived in the garden.

Spring breezes have brought the variegated flowers and the rose, bedewed with luster

from a”cloud. The final verse addresses the Virgin “bearer of the Lord” and “chosen
flower” through whom the fragrance within of life issued forth to us.

He
has no respite in his mad love for her sun; he will not hide all da , but will contend
against the winds, which have laid her waste. In the following poem under the same
persona he becomes even more explicit. He mourns over the breezes, the enemies of
her beauty, which have destroyed the rosebush and scattered the leaves. Recalling the
miquities she suffered at the hands of her foes, he wishes to protect her and establish
himself by her. Seeing her thriving would rejuvenate him. “I would grow fat on you,
I would become mighty and rule.” Thereby he charted a new path to be pursued by
some of the most important poets of both East and West Armenian traditions in the
following century.

Reviewing the development of the genre in its Armenian setting, one is struck by
the architectural parallel of the basilica. Borrowed from outside, the form underwent
avigorous period of experimentation culminating in creations which exploited areas of
its potential unexplored in the lands where it originated and thus fostering a distinctly
local tradition. So also the treatment of the rose and nightingale passed beyond the
state of imitation to full assimilation within the mosaic of Armenian poetry and in
conjunction with these tesserae disclosed new facets of its pictorial capacity. .

With regard to its role in the secularization of literature, I beg to differ with Soviet
€Xponents over their assertion that the latter facilitated the employment of the rose
and nightingale motif on the part of the clergy.

BETWEEN ROME AND CTESIPHON:
THE PROBLEM OF RULING ARMENIA

Any scholar wishing to delve into the history of the Armenian kipgd'om from the He]-
lenistic period to late antiquity will find a fundamental reference point in the well-known
book by Pascal Asdourian entitled Die politischen Beziehungen zwischen Armenien ung
Rom von 190 v. Chr. bis 428 n. Chr.!

Published about a century ago, that is, in 1911, it still constitutes one of the most
complete and useful summary works on the topic, an essential starting point for the
scholar engaged in clarifying the role of Armenia within the Roman political agenda.

Written several years before Debevoise’s equally well-known monograph? laid the
foundations of a serious investigation of the Parthian kingdom, Asdourian’s work has
the undeniable merit of attempting to maintain an ‘Armenian’ point of view, despite
the inevitable and wide employment of Greek and Roman literary sources, which are
abundant for the classical period in comparison with the local ones.

Preceding by some decades the ‘rediscovery’ of the Arsacid kingdom of Parthia,
Asdourian’s book focuses on the relations between Rome and Armenia, conferring to
the latter a specific identity. He thus avoids adopting, unlike much of the later historical
research, an interpretation which would privilege the political confrontation between
Rome and Ctesiphon, reducing the kingdom of Armenia to a mere conquered land
disputed by two rival superpowers.

With regard to Tigranes the Great, the last monarch of an effectively independent
Armenia, and the man who, in the course of his long reign (95—55 BC), laid the founda-
tions of the state, imposing the power of Armenia on the international scene, Asdourian
has this to say:

1t was 1o his despotic or rather forceful attitude that he owed his greatness and his power;
without them he would have never been able to gather under one sceptre the different and
almost independent nacharars, that is to say chieftains, determining the state’s strength.
In the whole evolution of Armenia’s history, we see a nation always strong and capable to
withstand when a powerful lord through his strength of will is able to thwart the nacharars’
authority, imposing his own wilP.

In Asdcu‘n?ian’s opinion, the fundamental element required to ensure the existence
and the stability of royal authority in the Armenian kingdom was constituted by the sup-
port of those aristocratic chieftains who were the feudal lords responsible for exerting

Their insubordination or the Incapacity of the king to control some of these local
lords may perhaps help to explain the problems which the otherwise strong Tigranes
encountered while ruling the country*, particularly in relation to the disputes he had
with three of his sons, who were eager, according to western sources, to succeed him. An
incident concerning his son Tigranes the Younger is of particular interest.

Having taken arms against his father he was initially defeated and took refuge with his
father-in-law Phraates I1I, Great King of Parthia, ‘taking with him some of the foremost
men (tvog T@V TpOTOV), because his father was not ruling to suit them’. He later
showed up at the gates of Artaxata, the capital city, at the head of an army composed of
Parthians and Armenians, his followers, but was again defeated by his father (66 BC)®. The
young man fled to Pompey, hoping to find in him a useful ally to overthrow his parent’.
Tigranes the Elder’s clever decision to come to terms with the Roman frustrated the young
prince’s expectations and he decided to seek help again from his father-in-law Phraates,
persuaded, as Appianus states?, by those Armenian dignitaries who had previously refused
toaccompany King Tigranes to the peace negotiations in Pompey’s encampment. Later
his plans were discovered and he was deported to Rome in chains®.

It seems clear from these events that even in the solid state system of Tigranes the
Great there was considerable aristocratic opposition ready to exploit the weaknesses of
the old king in order to overthrow his government by supporting the revolt of a young and
ambitious prince; it was also prepared to seek support and alliances among the Parthians
and the Roman warlords as well. The initiative and autonomy which already characterised
these local Armenian landlords, brave and confident within their impregnable fortresses
and probably the same men among whom the opposition towards central power arose
and grew, is underlined by two similar episodes. Cassius Dio tells us that in the agree-
ment between the elder Tigranes and Pompey the young Tigranes was a§signed rule over
the Sophenes district, where the royal treasure was held. Fearing the pnng:e’s defection,
Pompey commanded that all of it should be delivered to the king of Armenia. The fortress
l;%pe_rs refused to obey, on the grounds that the young prince should give them the ordgg,

utstill refused when the prince himself, at Pompey’s command, arrived at the fort gates™.

Such episodes indicate that even during the period of Armgnla s maximal glory, unde,
Tigranes or during the later reign of Artavasdes, when Armenia was struggling to preserye
its neutrality between Parthia and the empire, there were _forrps of more or less organise
territorial resistance against the central power and the foreign intrusions into the kingdom.

With the end of civil strife and the seizure of power in Rome by Octavian the Romap,
policy in the east was regulated; Parthia, responsible for the defeat suffered in the eag

by Crassus’ and later Antonius’ armies, became Rome’s first enemy. Armenia, which
occupied a strategic position between two rivals interested in avoiding the establishment
of a new strong central authority in the kingdom, was reduced to a buffer state actually
controlled by Rome. The weakening of the Crown determined an increase in the autonomy
of the feudal lords, the only ones capable of exerting control over the territory and who
thus became leading actors in the struggle for possession of Armenia.

Since 32/31 BC, the artaxiad Artaxias Il had ruled the kingdom. He ascended the
throne with the consent and the support of the Great King Phraates IV, and immediately
put to death all the Roman citizens still living in the country*2. Armenia was in a state of

deep social crisis: a minor but influential faction of the local nobility began to consider
the advantages that an alliance with Rome would provide in terms of limiting interference
by the bordering Arsacid power'. They applied pressure in order to provoke a Roman
intervention aimed at setting on the throne a candidate chosen by Augustus. The result-
ing mission of Tiberius (20 BC) was in fact intended to appoint as king Tigranes (I1I),
a brother of the ruling sovereign, held as a hostage in Rome. The agreement contracted
in that year with the Great King allowed the young Tiberius to crown unopposed the new
monarch with the royal diadem*. The Armenian opposition got rid of Artaxias, who was
now deprived of Arsacid support, just before the arrival of the Roman army.

In 6 BC Tigranes I1I died and the Armenian nobility without Roman consent put on
the Throne his son Tigranes IV and his sister Aratos's, who were supported by the Arsacids.
For the Roman leadership this represented an open rebellion, an act that contravened the
agreement signed years before by Pompey and Tigranes the Great. Another of Tigranes
III’s brothers in exile, Artavasdes 11, Augustus’ new candidate, succeeded in taking the

The nature of such a ‘barbaric war’, mentioned
only in passing by the historian, can be better understood if we take into consideration
the sad epilogue of G. Caesar’s oriental adventure.

The Artaxiad dynasty extinguished, the young Caesar, following the instructions of
the princeps, tried to secure the throne for the Atropatenian prince Artabazos (1 BC).
The attempt to empower a member of a foreign dynasty unleashed a rebellion against
the Romans which the young Julio-Claudian was requested to quash. Cassius Dio states
that the rebels were not able to accomplish anything worthy of note until a certain Ad-
don, having seized the stronghold of Artagira, induced Gaius to come close to the walls,
pretending to reveal to him some of the Arsacid Great King’s secrets. He managed to
injure him, causing a wound that later proved fatal.

From the historian’s account it seems that Artagira was an impenetrable fortress in
which Addon was able to resist for a long time before being caught (3 BC)®. According
to Florus ‘Dones’ was a royal Armenian officer who, simulata proditione towards his
king, enticed Augustus’ heir into a trap by pretending to reveal the hiding place of some
treasure?*. Perhaps based on the ambiguity of Floro or his sources concerning the identity
of the monarch Addon pretended to betray, Cassius probably overstressed Addon’s link
with Parthia, followed by the later historian Rufus Festius, in whose chronicle of the

same events ‘Donnes’ becomes the Parthian commander of all Arsacid troops operating
in Armenija?2,

Augustus’ policy which was aimed at installing 1_'oyal Roman candldaFe's in Armenia
proved itself a failure, leading the country into a period of anarchy. The misjudgement of
the princeps consisted in underestimating the determination of the local feudal groups,
Controlling the plains and the metropolises of Artaxata and Tigraqoceﬂ:a Wwas not enough
to ensure control of the whole kingdom. It was the lords of the inaccessible valleys or,
like Addon, those of the strongholds clinging to the top of the mountains, absolute lords
in their estates, who controlled the mountain passes and the routes from their virtually
impregnable castles and who were in a position to decide in force if a foreign-imposed
monarch had the right to rule in Armenia or not.

This potential opposition party included the lord of the Niphates mountain range
between Armenia and Adiabenes, who was some time later urged to rebellion by the
Parthians in an attempt to overthrow the rule of Vonones, a king disliked by the Arsacids
(12-16 AD)*.

In the following years Armenia became the main theatre of conflict between the two
empires. There the pro-Parthian and the pro-Roman noble factions of the two superpow-
ers faced each other in a bid to strengthen their political influence in the kingdom. In the
western sources the references regarding the Armenian feudal lords tend to disappear. It
is nonetheless evident that outside the metropolises of Tigranocerta and Artaxata or the
plain districts, which appear to be the only places effectively contended by Romans and
Parthians, large areas of the Armenian mountainous territory remained in the hands of
the local landlords, outside the control of a weak central power?.

The matter of effective control of the whole kingdom re-emerges only in the second
half of the first century AD, when both Rome and Parthia decided to take the field and
proceed to the military conquest of the region. Vologaeses I, who ascended to the Par-
thian throne in 51 AD and was considered as the strong rebuilder of the Arsacid state,
attempted to free Armenia from the Romans, crowning as monarch his brother Tiridates.
This act had a double purpose: reaffirming Vologaeses’ right to sit on the throne that
had belonged to Arsaces and consolidating a group of power at the head of the empire,

1a1dv avlistapévav) Corbulo, probably referring to feuds, villages and castella owned
by hostile lords®2.

On the Parthian side, also Tiridates consolidated his rule by eliminating the aristocratic
opposition by revoking feudal privileges and knocking down the lords’ castella. The war
for control over Armenia involved the eradication of the feudal opposition.

Parthamasiris, another of
Pacoros’ sons, was appointed in his stead®. This event gave Trajan a pretext to intervene
with a Roman army in the East, imposing his own solution to the long-lasting dispute
over the mountainous kingdom, a solution which necessitated the cancellation of the

The epitomist writes: -

Trajan made fitting replies to all his remarks, and in particular declared that he would
qrender Armenia to no one; for it belonged to the Romans and was to have a Roman gov-
omor. He would, however, c‘lllouf Paﬂha{nasiﬁs to depart to any place he pleased. So he sent
the prince away together with his Parthian companions and gave them an escort of cavalry
1o make sure that they should associate with no one and should begin no rebellion; but he
commanded all the Armenians who had come with the prince to remain where they were, on
the ground that they were already his subjects*.

In Trajan’s plans, a kingdom of Armenia would no longer exist. No monarch would
any longer be able to adorn himself with the title of king of Armenia. Armenia had al-
ready become a territory of Rome. The Armenian dignitaries, the same who once dared
to refuse to accompany Tigranes the Great, the most illustrious among their kings, when
he begged for peace in Pompey’s encampment, now silent and helpless were forced to go
with Parthian nobles and a foreign king to meet their future new sovereign.

At Elegeia their kingdom ceased to exist and they came under a new lord’s respon-
sibility. Parthamasiris, the defeated one, by virtue of the fact that he was a Parthian was
granted the right to leave, abandoning the dignitaries and the Armenian members of his
party, who had already become, in the course of that brief meeting, subjects of Rome.

and skilled craftsmen and professionals. As a r_esult_, t'he Armema_n community in Iran
has rarely suffered discomfort for reason of their religious or ethnic l?elo'ngmg.

There is, and there has always been a strong sense of ethnlf: belonging in the I'.nembers
of the Armenian community. This and the commonly rec.ogm{zcd and sl'1ared. b_ehef of Fhe
need to preserve their ethnic/national identity coupled w1‘Eh difference in rchglc?n,'whlch
is of as much importance for the Armenian minority as it is for-the Muslim majority, has
resulted in a type of self-imposed segregation on the Armema_n community. This has
always been the case, and if one shares the view that the Armenians in Diaspora should
try to maintain and preserve their national identity, it has helped them to do 50. In other
words, if there is not much social integration between the Armenian community and the
Muslim majority, this is by choice to a large extent.

The social structure of the Armenian community in Iran, as we see it now, started to
take shape around the end of the nineteenth and the beginning of the twentieth century.
It went through several phases of change and evolution, partly for reason of Iranian agd
partly due to Armenian national politics or events that affected the Armenian peoplq n
general. For example, having common borders with Turkey and Armenia, the Armema_n
Genocide on the one hand and the establishment of the Communist Regime in Armema
on the other affected the life of the Armenian community in Iran. However, the basic
community structure has, very much, remained the same.

The majority of Iranian Armenians are members of the Armenian Apostolic Church
(commonly known in Iran as the Gregorian Church) which stands at the head of the
community. There are of course also Catholic and Protestant Armenians in Iran as well
as followers of other churches. All Christian Armenians, however, are very much part of
the Armenian community and take part in all community activities.

The Armenian Apostolic Church is represented by the Diocese Council headed b_Y
the Prelate. There are three Dioceses Councils in Iran, one in Tehran, one in TabriZ
and the other in Isfahan. Members of the Dioceses Councils are elected by a Council
of Representatives whose members are directly elected, through general elections, bY
members of the Armenian community of the relevant Region. .

It is over than 40 years that the Pan-Armenian games are being held annually in the
community, where participants are the Armenians throughout the whole country. And
itis over those 30 years, the Pan-Armenian students’ games are held.

These games have served as stereotype for Pan-Armenian matches which are being
held in the Republic of Armenia.

A number of internationally recognized Armenian athletes have been raised through
the above mentioned Pan-Armenian games of our community.

All the institutions, acting within the community (churches, clubs, and schools) are
operating on volunteer basis; the members of the clubs, artists, and scouts are volunteers
in their activities, without any materialistic expectations.

Thus, despite all political and social changes in Iran, the Armenians continue to
go to their Church, to send their children to Armenian schools if they choose so, to
participate in their club activities and to live as a community with a strong sense of
belonging.

In this way very little has, perhaps, changed in the way Armenian lived in Iran. HO\'V—
ever, Iran is an Islamic country. Now let us look at the life of the Armenian community
and Armenian individuals in Iran from this angle. '

According to Principle 13 of the Constitution 9fﬁcml§y recognized religious minorities,
among which the Armenians, are free to exercise their rellglqn anc! to teach religioys
subjects according to the beliefs of their own religion. In practice this general umbrej,
covers three areas:

The churches conduct service and religious ceremonies without any interference
and are, generally, well attended. Under the umbrella of the Church, these are separate
cemeteries for Armenians where again religious ceremonies and services are held without
interference.

There are separate schools for Armenian students where no non-Armenian students
are allowed although there is no bar for Armenian students attending the general schools.
In this schools Armenian language and Christian teachings according to the beliefs
of Armenian Apostolic Church are taught. These schools are public schools, along
with Armenian language and religious subjects they follow the general curriculum and
are subject to the rules governing all schools for boys and for girls and for observe the
Islamic hijab at school such as in all other public places. This, of course, is not exactly
in conformity with the social behavior of the Armenian community.

Under this general umbrella also come Armenian cultural, sports and social clubs,
and there are many of them. No non-Armenian membership is permitted in these clubs
nor is non-Armenian permitted to visit them or attend their activities. These clubs in
practice are permitted certain social liberties not allowed to the general public or in
other public places. For example, there is no segregation for women and men in most
sports activities or the observation of the Islamic hijab is not compulsory within the
walls of these clubs.

This happens in Iran, while a few kilometers away in Azerbaijan and in Turkey in
Eastern Anatolia the home land of Armenians, the Turkish and Azeri governments are
intentionally destroying the Armenian churches and historical monuments.

There are a large number of Armenian personalities, individuals in various fields, who
have their great contribution in development of the Iranian society and advancement in
the country in general.

At present, one of major concerns for our community is the issue of budget deficit
of our institutions and financial shortage. Please note that all institutions are working as
NGO-s with their own financing sources, mainly on the bases of donations with volunteers
members & managements. o

There are some issues of concern and problems which are normal in every 01_"11
society, but the officials from both sides (Iranian officials and the Armenian community
authorities) are trying to solve their problem through good will and positive intentions
and mutual understandings.

Whatever it may be said or written, however, the fact remains that Armeniap,
community of some 150,000 people is living a reasonable comfortable life apd 1S not being
subjected to any mistreatment.

Iran was one of the first countries, where newly independent Armenia established its
embassy, the building of the Embassy was a donation from the Armenian prelacy. The
Iran-Armenian chamber of Commerce has had a positive role in exchanging Iranian and
Armenian businessmen and tradesmen, creating active trade ties between two countries.

The Iran-Armenia Friendship Association is also among the institutions that try to
make more active and closer ties between two countries in various aspects, academic,
cultural, social, economical, etc.

There is a dynamic and increasing relationship between two countries and also be-
tween Iranian-Armenians and Armenia, great number of artists, academics, students,
tourists pay visits to each other, Iranian-Armenian students, scouts, youth clubs have
their annual campings in Armenia.

This dynamic and lively relation between the community and Armenia is due to the
gcogrﬂpll}'cgl closeness, and also due to the historical backgrounds and some common
values existing between Iran and Armenia, and also the positive image of the Iranian
Armenians in the Iranian Society,

Christianity partly influenced the ancient and regional culture of the Armenians but
according to the cultural evolution rule no new phenomenon can destroy totally the
clements and components of thc_a previous culture which has rooted in the history
of that nation. If it has to survive, there is no way for the new concepts except
using the previous language, terms and cultural elements. All these processes take
place unconsciously and exactly by those who claim being the pioneers of the new
system. History of the Armenians by Agatangelos and the Sharakans’ addressed to
St. Gregory,® written by Yovhannés Erznkac*i, are among the earliest sources which
one can excavate layer by layer to find Armenian ethnic and ancient religious culture.

Ardawiraz Namag describes how pious and guilty souls are awarded and punished
in the other world according to their deeds during their earthly life. What is concealed
in St. Gregory’s story is generalizing the inferno tortures to a Saint.who is tortured
in an earthly dungeon which is considered an earthly inferno and is a place under
the rule of the demons. _

Before declaring Christianity as the state religion, Armenia was the arena of the
holly battle between the demonic faith and the new belief. Eventually Armenia steps in
the right path; definitely merely after the endless efforts of St. Gregory the I_llummatoy.

There is no direct indication of a deep place in History of the Armenians but
according to the contex:t: “dungeoq" 18 a connotation of such place. In the Canon,
the twenty-sixth stanza, dungeon” is explained as a deep place, and the phrase “You
were lowered ...”, indicates that the Saint was sent under the ground. It is crystal
cJear that a deep place under the ground must be, and is, dark.

It seems that there are different levels of duSox in Ardawiraz Namag. One, probably
first a level, is described in chapters 17 and 18. According to these two chapters,
dusox is located in the north. Second a deeper level is described in chapters 53 and
54. Ardawiraz describes this second level as the deepest and darkest dugox.

The “twelve” number of chapters of Ardawiraz Namag, that explain dusox as
a dark place is significant.'®

Chapter 5 (5) might be the most considerable one where twelve epithets, which
correspond to the number of St. Gregory’s tortures, have been used to describe
dusox. Chapter 54 (1) is the second considerable chapter where seven epithets have
been mentioned to explain the same place. These two numbers, twelve and seven,
are among the holy numbers in ancient Iran. Furthermore, this part exhibits the most
similar concepts to Ardawiraz Namag which can be traced in twelve chapters of the
latter. Next part, Dusox as a Malodorous Place, encompasses the second most similar
subjects to Ardawiraz Namag, presented in its nine chapters, both numbers, twelve
and nine, to my assume, are holy numbers in ancient Iran and might have specific
meanings here. .

In the fifth stanza of the Canon, the pre-Christian faith of the Armenians 1s
expressed as “utter darkness” which has the same expression as of chapter 18 (4) of
Ardawiraz Namag.

ARMENIAN-IRANIAN MUSICAL INTERRELATIONS
IN HISTORICAL CONTEXT

The deep rooted universalities in Christian and Islamic East has long drawn the
attention of specialists of different fields.

Armenian culture is a unique manifestation of Christian East, where East-Wegt
dichotomy is presented both in unified and split identity levels. Being on the East-West
crossroad, having developed in the vicinity of Byzantine and Iranian civilizations, and
later rubbing shoulders with Arab and Turkish cultures, Armenian art combines in
itself eastern and western roots. Various cultural layers reciprocally influenced each
other, synthesized and got mutually richer on the Armenian land, developing into
an original and sustainable Eastern Christian art, affluent in diversity of traditions as
evidenced by ages of long history and the existence of current art forms.

Music, in all times, be it ancient, median or late middle ages has always played an
important role in the cultural relations between Armenia and Iran, passing through
the stages of assimilation and alienation. Disparities in religion and ideology, as well
as the political ties and religious parallels with Byzantine, did not infringe Armenian-
Iranian musical ties. They are especially evident in advanced genres of folk-professional
art music, i.e. in mughams and dastgahs, ashoog love dastans, and in the field of
instrumental-sazandar music.

We think it obvious that the early stages of makamat art development are linked
to the musical culture of medieval Iran'. The Iranian musical art of Sassanian period
has undoubtedly played an important role in the East, however, it is also apparent that
this art developed due to the collaboration between Iranian and other nations and was
enriched with their accomplishments. The system of Iranian avazes and dastgahs has
always been perceived as classical samples in the Middle and Near East2. It is known
that the roots of eastern modal system date back to Sassanian culture, within the
domg'm of \a}!hl:ch Armenian art music can be considered as well. It is worth mentioning
that in Christian Armenia the art of mughamat acquired a special interpretation as it
had been 1_nﬂue.nccd' by different branches of century-old Armenian monody.

Sargis, who played an important role in the royal court of Shah Khosrow 11, were
m\lxllted“to Ctesmhop’,to participate in the canonization of Iranian “royal”, the s0-
fl?eiii arIéhosra::owam ~modes and classic tunes’.

In medieval East, international norms, irrelevant of the ethnic boundaries of
musical art, were being developed, and knowledge of theoretical roots and adherence
to them was mandatory .fo.r professional musicians. The trend of canonizing musical
art, in addition to sustaining the traditions of the past, facilitated the development
of eastern musical genres based on normative thinking. This is evidenced by the
«Khosrowani style” profoundly meaningful in Armenian church music, the roots of
which date back to Sasanian period and connect with the above mentioned processes
of canonization of eastern modes that were undertaken by Khosrow Parviz and had
a revolutionary significance in art. Armenian church officially recognized this widely
embracing and ancient phenomena. Catholicos Nerses Shnorhali (12th century)
expanding this style in his works affirmed the sustainability of cross-penetrations of
various styles in musical art.’

Most ancient melodies close to “Khosrow style”, with elements of melismatic
phrasing and modulation or harmonic tetracord containing modes such as “From the
Virgin Stone” and “Virgin Mary” have become typical models for creation of different
monodies. Whereas the canonized and traditional modal phrases available in the basis
of the following range of melodies such as “From the Royal Sleep” (Baghdasar Dpir),
“From That Time on You’re Wise” (Sayat-Nova), “Gardener” (Shirin) are organically
linked to Iranian dastgah Chahargah.® The study of various Iranian and Armenian
versions of Chahargah that are considered to be the “heart” of eastern makamat as
well as of Armenian sacred and ashoog songs, reveals similarities in emotional and
psychological state likewise. This allows us to speak of special semantic sustainability of
Chahargah, uniqueness of sound system characterized by emotional weight of inte rvals
typical to it, and mandatory-canonized and passing from tradition to tradition phrases
that bear a semantic “code”. )

It is noteworthy that in the musical theoretical sources of the East as well as in
the work “Eastern Music” of the 18" century famous Armenian musician Tam_bun
Arutin, Chahargah is considered an avaze-makam embodying the Sun.f Tp continue

In the depth of genetic and typological simi.larltles, one can obser\_/q a strong
syncretic core that was forged in the religious rituals and' that bes'f facilitated the
canonization in repetitions and variations of certain musical-poetic passages and
distinctions between them, at the same time, leaving an opportunity for sudden flights
of soul and mind.

This very link between canon and improvisation characterizes makam as a musical
genre and phenomenon, the spiritual essence of which is illustrated through sufi
poets’ texts, rich in religious philosophical concepts and traditional symbols lying
in the basis of dastgah’s vocal chains (Rumi, Hafez, Jami, Navoyi), as well as the
so-called “rah-ruh” (path of the soul) gushes, with which the monumental Iranian
dastgahs are saturated.® The interactions between music and rituals of religious-worship
supported the crystallization of makam genre in the sphere of sufi’s religious aesthetic
perceptions and interpretations. The flow of music stimulated the flow of emotional
changes, thus, on this level, making the two states analogous, that of makam, in the
sense of “halt” and “hal” in the sense of divine prophecy which forms the axis of sufi
ideology. As we know, makams are 4,7,10 fundamental halts which the sufi passes
on the way of his spiritual ascend, to connect with the divine being, fuse into it and
vanish.’ From the point of music, makam is a perfect modal structure, where consistent
intonation-rhythmic development of the lads by means of improvisation, gives birth
to a comprehensive work achieving a top-ecstatic auj (comparable to ecstatic vajd).

It is worth mentioning Sahari, the sunrise spiritual hymn played on zurna, dating
back to pagan times and performed nowadays at traditional holidays and rituals.
Wfith its multi-faceted manifestations, it is substituted by N. Shnorhali’s “Morning
Light” spiritual song. Sahari, devoted to the Sun as the symbol of national entity, i
an Arz'ab—lranign terminological borrowing.

It is noteworth'y that plot compositions, especially the genre of novel were
widespread in medieval Armenian literature. We know H. Yerznkatsi’s (XIIT) poem
on the love story of Christian priest’s son and the mullah’s daughter (Hovhannes and
Aysha), the verses of A. Baghishetsi (XIV-XV), G. Aghtamartsi (XV—XVI) and others,
on the eternal topic of the “Nightingale and the Rose”, with their concise structure
and basis, relate closely to the thematic core of eastern love story.* The parallels do
not however, predetermine a one-sided influence; the musical-poetic and narrative
tradition is impossible to borrow or replicate automatically, if the deep cultural
basis is lacking. In the classical period of ashoog art, the national pathos was not its
characteristic feature. Achieving professionalism and fame were more important.
Perhaps, the ability to cross the national boundaries in musical art is a cultural heritage.

Let’s now dwell on ashoog contest acknowledged in ashoog art. Ashoog contest with
its constituent parts and their sequence is a canonized tradition. Before the contest,
ashoogs would quote their guardian saints and fairies, concepts borrowed from Sufism
and would get the magic drink from their hands and appeal to them for assistance.
With the help of fairies and guardian angels ashoogs would solve the riddles set forth
during the contest, speculate the content of the muhamma, a container hanging on
the wall, etc. Related to Sufism is another element of ashoog love story, that of the
mirror, through which the characters get acquainted and fall in love. For Sufi poets,
the mirror was the symbol for reflecting the eternal beauty of God.

The use of mystical-ritualistic and religious knowledge gives ashoog recitation
and song a special expressiveness, and knowledge in this field helps to understand the
essence and meaning of traditional contest.” The pervasive existence of ashoog love
romance in Near and Middle East is widely conditioned by several religious-ritualistic
function bearing constituents available in the genre’s structure, the assimilation of
which by Islamic and Christian cultures does not exclude similarities in their archaic
forms,

All the initiation stages occurring on the love path of ashoog Gharib, Kyaram apd
other heroes, symbolic images, timelines and numbers, drf_:ams and contacts with
saints, are aimed at the birth of a new man (sometimes emerging from the other world
orthe grave, such as the Central Asian version of “Goroghli”) and at the announcement
of the character’s mythical powers and knowledge. The interpretation of these motives

musical-narrative text as ritualistic, a way to express the belief system, a connection
between music and supernatural powers and a reflection of mythical belief towards
it. As a result, songs created on mythical, philosophical, and moral themes, which
the love dastans are satiated with, being connected to concrete national cultures, are
important codifying elements for the genre and the study of their musical-stylistic
and structural peculiarities are the key to deciphering the genre.

In traditional cultures based on folk-ritualistic and religious beliefs, the couple in
love are often compared to the sun and the moon, thus reflecting the worship of celestial
bodies on ethno-cultural level. Let’s note that love and knowledge was illustrated by
Sufi poets as the moving forces in the Universe. Bearers of the sacred knowledge and
love, the ashoogs, are plaited into the given social-cultural environment. The testimony
of the above said is the behavior and songs of all the characters madly in love, Mejnun,
Kyaram and Gharib as well as the name “Ashik Kerib’s” beloved, Mahul-Mehri (Sun
and Moon), recorded by M. Lermontov.'

On the example of cultural realities in Armenian and Iranian traditional art
music, we tried to touch upon those sacred values which penetrated into the works
of the musicians of the East, brought together Christian and Muslim musical worlds,
at Qifferent times. Any national culture can reach heights not by seclusion but by
enrichment through collaboration and cultural connections. We know this from
centuries old experience.

Interms of cultural relations, in the “basin” of the Near East, Armenian traditional
art music ?le_:veloped both on its national foundation, within the organic boundaries
of folk, spiritual and old gusan music and in the all-eastern context, being its active
participant.

Research in the field of canonized traditional genres in Islamic and Christian
traditions, and the cultural realities lying in their roots, opens new perspectives in the
study of archetype elements, spiritual substrates present in the traditions of Eastern

music. In some sense, it also clarifies the wide spread existence of genres, plots and
motives, typical for the Near East.
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
