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ON THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE YEREVAN FORTRESS AND THE
FORTRESS ON THE KOZERN HILL AFTER THE SECOND PARTITION
OF ARMENIA IN 591

Abstract

A new and comprehensive analysis of the currently available source material
shows that the Yerevan Fortress on the banks of the Hrazdan River, which stands
4 km northwest of the Erebuni-Yerevan Fortress (founded in 782 BC on an empty
site by order of the Biainili-Urartu King Argishti I), was most likely built in the
late 6th century AD, namely, after the second partition of Armenia between the
Byzantine Empire and Sassanid Iran in 591. Resolving this issue is also crucial for
dispelling the unhealthy “doubt” held by Azerbaijani and Turkish historians that
Erebuni and the later Yerevan (with the Yerevan Fortress on the site of the current
wine and brandy factory) are not the same city. Below, we attempt to once again
examine in detail the arguments for this approach.

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It is well known that during both the first (in 385/387) and the second
divisions of Armenia and Mesopotamia, the two powers constructed major
fortresses facing one another. This line of evidence suggests that most Iikely in 591,
on the southern bank of the Getar River, at its confluence with the Hrazdan, a
formidable fortress (the Yerevan fortress) was built by order of Khosrow IT of
Sassanid Iran (591-628). To the north of it, on the hill of Kond—-Kozern, the
emperor Maurice of the Byzantine Empire constructed his own fortress,

It should be taken into account that the Sassanian fortress on the high bank
of the Hrazdan River was, of course, reinforced many times in the following
centuries, but nothing more. The construction of this new stronghold in the late
sixth century appears to have been precisely the factor that prompted the
organized resettlement of the population of Erebuni-Yerevan to the adjacent area,
particularly along the banks of the ancient riverbed of Getar.

Returning to the idea that shortly after 591 the population of Erebuni-
Yerevan was resettled to the area adjacent to the newly built fortress, the current
center, we must also consider, in addition to general logic, the method of
development of Yerevan—with a geometrically clear layout of perpendicular
streets and neighborhoods parallel to the original riverbed of Getar. Here, even if
only as a purely hypothetical assumption, we are confronted with the image of the
supposed author of this unique urban "master plan, " in fact—a worth v predecessor
of AL Tamanyan, who, in all likelihood, was none other than the famous Prince
Smbat Bagratuni, known as the Marzban of Vikan (second half of the sixth century
— first decades of the seventh century).

Even if only as a hypothetical assumption, the figure of a presumed author
of this distinctive urban “master plan™—in effect, the predecessor of Alexander
Tamanian—appears here. This individual was, in all likelihood, the remowned
prince Smbat Bagratuni, known as the Marzpan of Vrkan (second half of the sixth
century-first decades of the seventh century).

Continuing our hypothetical version, another question should be
considered: was this new Yerevan, designed by the first "lshkhan of Armenia,"
Smbat Bagratuni, conceived and successfully built specifically as the seat of the
administration of his newly created autonomous institution located not far from
the capital, Dvin, the center of the Persian marzpan?

As for the Byzantine fortress on the Kond-Kozern hill, it should be taken
into account that it was soon (after 610) destroyed b v Persian troops.

Thus, it can be concluded that the most Likely time for the construction of
the Yerevan fortress above the Hrazdan gorge, facing north and west, can almost
certainly be considered 591, the year of the second partition of Armenia between
Sassanid Iran and Byzantium.

Summary

Abstract

specific features of identification within the diaspora, and the dynamics of
adaptation and assimilation. Special attention is devoted to the interplay between

The
study demonstrates that despite centuries of dispersion and external pressures, the
Armenian Apostolic Church has remained a central factor enabling Armenians to
maintain cultural continuity and national distinctiveness.

Summary

This article explores the religious dimension of Armenian Identity,
highlighting its centrality in the preservation, transformation, and reproduction of
Armenians throughout history. The study argues that the Armenian Apostolic
Church has functioned as the principal institution sustaining national
consciousness, particularly in periods marked by the loss of statehood, foreign
domination, large-scale migrations, and long-term existence in non-Christian
cultural environments.

The paper outlines how religious affiliation historicall Iy became synonymous
with ethnic belonging, forming a unified ethno-confessional identity in which
“being Armenian” and “belonging to the Armenian A postolic Church” were seen
as inseparable. The analysis also touches upon the emergence of “multiple
identities” among Armenians affiliated with Catholic, Evangelical, or Islamic
traditions, and how such shifts influence the boundaries and depth of ethnic
identity.

Drawing on historical examples from the Caucasus, Russia, the Middle East,
and Iran, as well as modern sociological data, the article examines the structure
and dynamics of Armenian diasporic communities. Attention is given to the role
of churches, schools, and communal institutions as centers of cultural transmission,
to the mechanisms of adaptation and acculturation, and to the factors preventing
full assimilation. The persistence of Armenian churches, khachkars, and ritual

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traditions across centuries demonstrates the Church’s function as a repository of
collective memory and a stabilizing force in identity formation.

The study concludes thar although contemporary diasporic Armenians
display an increasing tendency toward civic and emotional forms of self-
identification, religious heritage continues to shape the symbolic framework of
Armenian identity. The interaction between religious and national markers
remains fundamental for understanding how Armenians preserve their cultural
core, maintain internal cohesion, and negotiate identity in multicultural
environments.

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THE FORMATION OF TURKISH AND AZERBAIJANI IDENTITIES:
COMMON FEATURES, SPECIFIC TRAITS, AND INEVITABLE
CONSEQUENCES

Abstract
The article offers a comparative analysis of the formation of national identity in
Turkey and Azerbaijan and the political consequences of these processes for the
region. The author argues that both Identities were constructed through a
combination of pan-Islamist, pan-Turkist, and pan-Turanist ideas, which aimed at
creating a unified “Turkic world” and legitimizing it through a great’ ancient past.
The study traces the transition from the elitist notion of “Ottoman” to the mass
category of “Turk,” emphasizing the role of the Young Turk regime, the Armenian
Genocide, and the policy of “Turkification” of property and space in consolidating
republican Turkish identity.
In the Azerbaijani case, the article examines the borrowing of the name
“Azerbaijan” from the Iranian province, the late emergence of the ethnonym
“Azerbaijanis,” the impact of Soviet nationality policy, and the subsequent rise of
an aggressive ethnonationalist discourse marked by Russophobia, Armenophobia,
and Iranophobia. Special artention is given to practices of “Albanization” of the
Armenian Christian heritage, the pressure on the autochthonous minorities
(Talysh, Lezgins, Udis), and the political projects related to Nagorno-Karabakh and
revisionist territorial claims. The author concludes that identity building based on
invented history and militant nationalism leads to escalating conflicts, systematic
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falsification of historical memory,
region.

Summary

This article examines the parallel yet distinct trajectories of national identity
formation in Turkey and Azerbaijan and discusses the political consequences that
inevitably follow from these projects. In the Ti urkish case, the study traces the
evolution from an imperial Ottoman self-identification, where the term “Turk”
was originally pejorative, to a modern republican identity that elevates
“I'urkishness” to the core of the state ideology. The author highlights the role of
pan-Islamism, the subsequent turn to pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism, and the
place of the Armenian Genocide and the “Ti urkification” of property and public
space in forging a homogenized national "Self. "

The Azerbaijani trajectory is shown to be later and derivative, borrowing
not only the name “Azerbatjan” from Iranian geography but also much of the
ideological model from Turkish republican nation-building. The article analyzes
the late institutionalization of the ethnonym “Azerbaijanis,” the impact of Soviet
nationalities policy, and the post-Soviet consolidation of an ethnonationalist
discourse combining mythicized antiquity, revisionist territorial claims, and
systematic denial or appropriation of Armenian historical presence. This includes
the “Albanization” of Armenian Christian monuments, administrative transfers of
Armenian monasteries to a constructed “Udi Church,” and the suppression of
indigenous non-Turkic peoples such as Talysh, Lezgins, Tsakhurs, and others.

By juxtaposing the two cases, the author argues that both Turkish and
Azerbaijani identities have been shaped not by organic historical development but
by deliberate political engineering grounded in selective memory, constructed
myths, and the instrumentalization of history. Such a model of identity formation,
oriented toward external expansion and internal homogenization, generates
chronic regional tensions, undermines prospects for reconciliation, and entrenches
falsified narratives in public consciousness.

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THE AZERBAIJANI FALSIFICATIONS CONCERNING THE ANCIENT
HISTORY OF THE PEOPLES AND STATES OF THE NEAR EASTERN
REGION

Abstract

The article examines the systematic falsification of ancient history promoted
within contemporary Azerbajjani historiography and state ideology. The authors
demonstrate that since the Soviet period Azerbaijan has developed a pseudo-
historical narrative aimed ar appropriating the ancient past of the Near Fast and
neighboring peoples. A key objective of this narrative is to presentr Azerbaijanis as
the ‘autochthonous” population of the region from prehistoric times and to
artribute to them the cultural and political heritage of ancient non-Turkic
civilizations.

The study analyzes how Azerbaijani historiography attempts to incorporate
entities such as Aratta, the Gutians, and other early Near Eastern polities into a
fabricared ‘proto-Azerbaijani” past, despite the complete absence of linguistic,
archaeological, or historical links between these cultures and modern Turkic-
speaking Azerbatjanis. The authors examine how these distortions are
institutionalized through state-supported media, educational naterials, official
publications, and even the website of the President of Azerbaijan.
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The article concludes that these practices represent a deliberate political
strategy aimed at constructing an artificial national identity, legitimizing territorial
claims, and reshaping regional historical memory through the manipulation of
ancient sources and the replacement of scholarly research with ideologically
motivated pseudo-history.

Summary

This article examines the systematic falsification of the ancient history of the Near
Eastern region undertaken by contemporary Azerbaijani historiography and state-
sponsored ideology. The authors argue that from the very moment of the
establishment of the Azerbarjani state, its political and intellectual elites have been
engaged in constructing an artificial historical narrative both for the state itself and
for the Turkic-speaking population of the Fastern Transcaucasia. Since the pre-
modern history and culture of this region had little or no direct connection to the
modern Azerbaijani ethnos, formed only in the 20th century, the new narrative
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seeks to retroactively project “Azerbaijani” presence into the remote antiquity. In
the Soviet period, these attempts were still partially constrained by ideological
frameworks, but after the collapse of the USSR, the Azerbaijani historiography has
significantly expanded its chronological claims, pushing the origins of
“Azerbaijanis” back to the 3rd-Znd millennia BC.

The study focuses on two key directions of these falsifications. The first is
the appropriation of the history of the ancienr states and peoples thar once
inhabited the territory of the present-day Azerbaijan, such as Aratta and the
Gutians, who in Azerbaijani textbooks and scholarly publications are reinterpreted
as “Turkic” or “proto-Azerbaijani” entities. The article provides a detailed analysis
of the Azerbaijani interpretations of the Sumerian kingdom of Aratta and the
Gutian state, contrasting them with the current state of international research. On
the basis of cuneiform sources, epic traditions and modern scholarship, the authors
demonstrate the groundlessness of attempts to derive the toponym “Aratta” from
Turkic languages or to identify the Gutians as ancestors of Azerbaijanis,
emphasizing that the ethnic and linguistic affiliation of these populations remains
unknown or, at best, hypothetical and cannot be linked to the Turkic groups.

The second direction concerns the expansion of the Azerbaijani historical
and geographical claims towards neighboring regions: the historical (Iranian)
Azerbaijan, territories of the Republic of Armenia, eastern and central Georgia,
and southern districts of the Russian Republic of Dagestan. These claims are
supported by the promotion of the ideologically loaded term “Azerbaijani
civilization,” which lacks any basis in academic historiography bur is actively
disseminated through school curricula, popular books, mass media, and official
state resources. The authors conclude that such pseudo-historical constructions are
designed to solve, in a simplified and politically motivated manner, questions of
autochthony, continuity of ethnogenesis and cultural development of
Azerbaijanis. From the perspective of global historical scholarship, however, the
history of Aratta, the Gutians, and related ancient polities bears no relation to a
modern ethnos that emerged in the 20th century and cannot legitimately be
appropriated as part of “Azerbaijani” antiquity.

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FROM “MUSLIM” TO “AZERBAIJANI":
THE PROBLEM OF THE ETHNOGENESIS OF AZERBAIJANIS

Abstract

This article examines the formation of Azerbaijani identity as a complex, multi-
layered, and highly politicized process shaped by historical, cultural, religious, and
sociopolitical factors. Using M. Kryukov's theoretical model of ethnogenesis as an
analytical framework, the study maps its stages onto the evolution of the Turkic-
speaking Muslim population of Eastern Transcaucasia. These communities—
composed of heterogeneous Oghuz, Mongol, and Turkmen tribal groups—shared
certain linguistic and religious features but lacked a unified historical memory, a
stable collective identity, or a common endoethnonym. The article argues that the
classical sequence of ethnogenesis was inverted in the Azerbaijani case: the
adoption of the ethnonym “Azerbaijani” emerged not from internal consolidation
but from Soviet administrative and ideological imperatives in the late 1930s. The
research highlights the impact of the Russian imperial reforms, the decline of tribal
structures, the rise of a Turkic-speaking intelligentsia, the violent Armenian—Tatar
clashes of 1905-1906, and the politicization of Armenophobia as a consolidating
mechanism. The creation of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic in 1918 and the
subsequent Soviet nation-building policies facilitated the transformation of a
heterogeneous Muslim-Turkic population into a titular nation through the
construction of new historical narratives, mythologization of the past, and
retrospective  “Azerbaijanization” of regional cultural heritage. The study
demonstrates that the Azerbajjani ethnogenesis was largely driven by top-down
political engineering rather than organic ethnocultural development.

Summary

This study investigates the ethnogenesis of the Azerbaijani people, arguing that the
formation of the Azerbaijani identity was not a linear or organic process but a
politically engineered construction shaped by imperial, colonial, and Soviet
nation-building strategies. Drawing on M. Kryukov's theoretical model of
ethnogenesis, the article analyzes the transformation of heterogeneous Oghuz,
Mongol, and Turkmen tribal groups in Eastern Transcaucasia into a consolidated
titular nation of Soviet Azerbaijan. The author demonstrates that key components
of ethnogenesis—ethnic markers, collective self-awareness, and the ethnonym—
did not emerge synchronously. Instead, the decisive stage, the adoption of the
ethnonym “Azerbaijani,” was imposed from above during the late 1930, preceding
the formation of a coherent ethnic self-consciousness. The article highlights
several structural factors: the role of Shi'a Islam as a marker of differentiation; the
weakening of tribal systems under Russian imperial rule; the emergence of a
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Turkic-speaking Muslim in telligentsia; the Armenian—Tatar clashes of 19051906,
which catalyzed group consolidation through the politicization of ‘Armenophobia;
and the geopolitical objectives of both Ottoman and Soviet authorities. Particular
attention is given to the use of historical m yth-making—through figures such as
Babak, appropriations of cultural heritage like Nizami, and retrospective
Azerbajjanization of medieval and early modern figures —as an instrument for
stabilizing the newly constructed identity.

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THE PROCESS OF TURKIFICATION OF ARMENIAN TOPONYMS: THE
CASE OF THE TOPONYM VARDENIS

Abstract

The article examines the process of Turkification of Armenian toponyms through
the case study of the toponym Vardenis (historically: Vardenis / Vasakashen /
Voskeshan) in the Gegharkunik region. Drawing on a comprehensive analysis of
written sources (medieval Armenian chronicles, diocesan registers, and early
modern Armenian authors), epigraphic evidence (khachkar and tombstone
inscriptions from the fifteenth to eighteenth centuries), and demographic data
from the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the author demonstrates the
Armenian origin and continuity of both the toponym and the local \population. The
study shows that the emergence of the Turkic name “Basargechar” is a
comparatively late phenomenon of the eighteenth—nineteenth centuries,
associated with the arrival of Turkic-speaking groups and the descriptive character
of the new name, rather than with any ancient or contimuous “Azerbaijani”
presence.

Special attention is paid ro the ways in which contemporary Azerbaijani
politicized  historiography and the narrative of “Western Azerbaijan”
instrumentalize late Turkic toponyms in order to retrospectively legitimize
territorial claims and construct supposed “historical rights.” Using Vardenis as an
lustrative example, the article exposes the methodological weakness of such
interpretations, which disregard the extensive body of Armenian textual and
epigraphic evidence. The study concludes thar the Turkification of Armenian
toponyms is the result of relatively late political and migratory processes, whereas
the toponym Vardenis and its earlier forms are firmly rooted in the ancient
Armenian historical and cultural radition.

Summary

This article focuses on the Turkification of Armenian toponyims, analyzed through
the case of the settlement now known as Vardenis in the Gegharkunik region of
the Republic of Armenia. The study traces the historical evolution of the Jocal
toponym — from its early forms Vardenis / Vasakashen / Voskeshen to the
relatively late Turkic name “Basargechar” — and situates this transformation
within broader processes of demographic change, imperial administration and
modern identity politics in the South Caucasus.

Methodologically, the article combines textual, epigraphic and statistical
evidence. Medieval and early modern Armenian sources (from Stepanos Orbelyan
and Arakel Davrizhetsi to Simeon Yerevantsi, Mesrop Smbatyan and Ghevond
Alishan) attest rto the continuous use of the Armenian toponyms
Vasakashen/Voskeshen and consistentl ly present the settlement as an Armenian
community within the Historical province of Syunik. Epigraphic material —
khachkars and tombstones from the fifteenth to ejghteenth centuries in the
cemetery and churchyard of Surb Astvatsatsin — provides a dense corpus of
Armenian inscriptions that confirms the long-term Armenian presence and the
Armenian-language toponymic tradition. Demographic data from the nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries firther demonstrate that the village remained
predominantly Armenian up to the early Soviet period, with Turkic-speaking
groups appearing only relatively late and never constituting an ‘ancient” or
exclusive population.

On this basis, the article argues that the Turkic name “Basargechar” emerged
no earlier than the eighteenth—nineteenth centuries as a descriptive label coined
by Turkic-speaking newcomers — probably in connection with the fuctuating
water level of Lake Sevan — and was larer fixed in imperial and Sovier
administrative practice, In contrast, contemporary Azerbaijani historiography and
political discourse, particularly the narrative of “Western Azerbaijan,” reframe this
late toponym as a key argument for alleged historical Azerbaijani ownership of the
territory. The author shows that such claims rest on 2 deliberate disregard of
