A LIGHT AT THE END OF TUNNEL

The first orientalistic Scientific center in Armenia was established in
1958 in the system of Academy of Siences, under the name of "sector of
the orientalistc studies". Later, in 1971, it was reorganajzed into institute
and renamed "lnstitute of Oriental Studies", Academy of Sciences of
Armenia. The creation of such a Center in Armenia was quite natural.
Armenia is located in the Middle Eastern region and geographically
belongs to that area. lts history and culture throughout the centuries is
very closely connected with the history of the peoples and countries of
the mentioned region.

As it is well known, there are many Orientalistic centers in the
different countries of contemporary world. But each of them has its own
feature, profile and tasks, and usually they try do not repeat each other.
Each of them has its own research field, preconditioned by history and
traditions of the given country, by its geopolitical requirements and socio-
political problems.

And Armenia is not exclusion.
oriental studies were one of the oldest scientific disciplines in

Armenia, as Armenology, and had very rich history and traditions. So
when the orientalistic center of Armenia was established, the main fields
of its study were defined the study of history, internal and foreign policy,
economy, culture, religion of the countries of Middle Eastern region from
the ancient times to the present days. Accordingly at the first stage there
were formed the following four departments: Department of Arab
Countries, Department of Turkey, Deparment of lran and Department of
Kurdology. Further there were opened three departments else:
Department of Ancient East, Department of Caucasus and Byzantiology,
and Department of Study of Eastern Sources.

After becoming of Armenia an independent state in September j 9g1,
Armenia had step by step enlarged ist relations not only with the
countries of the Middle East, but also with the Eastern Asian countries,
first of all with lndia, china and Japan. Thrs new political reality made
necessary to form a new department within the lnstitute of oriental
Studies, the main task of which would be the study of history, policy,



economy and culture of the peoples and countries of Eastern and South
Eastern Asian region, the interstate relations of lndependent Republic of
Armenia with them. And the Government of Armeniain in 2002 satisfied
our request to establish a new department, Deparment of Eastern Asian
Studies.

So we can confirm that now the Armenian Oriental Studies from
point of view of scientific research cover a very vast territory from
Bosphorus to Pacific Ocean. This is a unique one, because not all
countries of the world are capable to carry out Orientalistic studies on
such a large scale.

The other important problem in the agenda of the Armenian Oriental
Studies is reserch of history and processes of formation of the Armenian
communities in the Eastern countries, in Lebanon, Syria, Egypt, lraq,
Jordan, Palestine, as well as in lndia, China and some other countries,
discover the role of Armenians in the state, political, economical and
cultural life, their contribution in the development and progress of the
above mentioned countries.

The Armenian Orientalists pay also great attention at the study of
diplomatic, political, economical and cultural relations of Armenia with the
Middle Eastern and Eastern Asian states in different historical periods, in
particular at the modern stage.

For us, for Armenian Orientalists and for our country and science,
very significant field represents the study of the Eastern (Arabic, Persian,
Turkish, lndian, Assyrian) sources on history of Armenia and Armenians.
They contain very valuable information on history and historical events,
policy, culture and arts of Armenia and helped very much in
understanding and scientific explanation of problematic pages of
Armenian history. Among them we have to underline also the importance
of the Hittite, Assyrian, Urartian and other cuneiform sources. The
Armenian Orientalists usually translate them from the original into
Armenian with scientific commentaries.

The lnstitute of Oriental Studies during the last period of existing of
the Soviet Union, had recorded essential achievements and became one
of the Orientalistic centers of the ex-Soviet Union"

But the lnstitute, in its development, had also difficulties, sometimes
very serious, if not to say dangerous. We mean the period after
dissolution of the USSR and gaining by Armenia independence in
September, 1991. Armenia entered into the transition period of
development, which had reflected very heavily at the economic situation
and socio-economic conditions of the people of the Republic" The crises

had embraced almost all branches of political life, governmental system,
economy, culture, psychology of men, etc., etc. ln exclusively difficult
situation had appeared science, research institutions, all scientists and
intelligentia. They stood on the brink of precipice. ln these not ordinary
situation, in February 1995, the staff of the lnstitute of Oriental Studies
had elected me as its director. I had represented my program of actions,
main points of which were to save genofund of Armenian Orientalists,
preserve the lnstitute as a scientific center, restore the scientific
atmoshphere, reinforce the lnstitute with young specialists and speed up
the scientific work and life by organizing scientific conferences, round
table discussions, symposiums, etc. And with the support of the staff, I

started to realize the program of revival of the Orientalistic center in
Armenia.

ln realizing of the revival program an important place occupied the
cooperation with different funds, trying with their financial support or help
restart the publication of the scientific works of the Orientalists,
organization of scientific conferences in Yerevan and participation of our
scientists in conferences out of Armenia, to get contemporary technical
equipments (computers, printers, fax-apparatus etc.) encourage the
scholars and make again the scientific work attractive and prestigious,
especially for young generation. Among them we would like to mention
with gratitude such organizations, as "Winston Foundation for Peace",
USA; "MacArthur Foundation", USA; "Armenian Relief Foundation"; "The
lranian Heritage", Tehran; "Japan Found", Tokyo, Royal Netherlands
Embassy in Moscow and others.

But ...
But the most significant was cooperation between the lnstitute of

Oriental Studies and the "Armen and Bersabe Jerejian Foundation",USA,
headed by its President Arsen Jerejian, having exclusively importance for
the revival of the lnstitute. We had met with President Arsen Jerejian in
1996, during his visit Yerevan. I invited him to our lnstitute and we had
long, very open and sincere conversation. I told him about our lnstitute,
about its difficulties and problems. I organized a small exhibition of our
publications, giving him possibility to have a general idea about the
activiity and problems of the Armenian orientalists. Arsen Jerejian was
impressed very much and ensured me that the lnstitute do deserved to
be supported. He on behalf of the foundation promised to help us in our
scientific activity. We agreed that the Jerejian Foundation will support us
in publication of the studies of Armenian orientalists, organization of
different conferences, in particular, annual conferences of the Young
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Orientalists, in getting of orientalistic literature, modern scientific
equipment, including computers, printers, etc.

It was an unprecedented cooperation. Arsen Jerejian with the
moral support of his honorable wife Missis Rose Jerejian, carried
out very faithfully his promises. lt was not a simple philanthropy, but
decision of a intellectual, expression of the real patriotism by a man, for
whom patriotism is not a simple slogan, but practical actions. On
supporting the Armenian orientalists, Arsen Jerejian became not only
their very appreciated and honorable friend, but also the participant in
fulfilment of their scientific programs. ln 1997 the lnstitute of Oriental
Studies published the first book by sponsorship of Jerejian Foundation,
which meant the start of practical realization of agreement between two
establishments. On its first page it was written in Armenian and English
the following formula, suggested by Arsen Jerejian: "This was made
possible by Armen and Bersabe Jerejian Foundation.USA". Until now it

had been published more than 90 books. On the base of those
publications 65 scholars had defended their dissertations and got
scientific degrees, including Doctoral degree. More than 35 books were
translated into foreign languages-English, French, German, Russian,
Turkish, Japanese, Hungarian, Arabic, Persian, and published in different
countries of Europe, Asia, America, Africa, including Arabic countries.

Arsen Jerejians was very happy on seeing the first results of his
deeply humanitarian actions and the first symptoms of revival of the
lnstitute of Oriental Studies

Arsen Jerejian passed in 2003. His son, Edward Jerejian became
the head of the "Armen and Bersabe Jerejian Foundation", continuing,
according to the will of his father, scientific cooperation with the lnstitute
of Oriental Studies. President Edward Jerejian and his honorable wife
Rita Jerejian are faithful to the principles of support on a large scale
the scientific-research activity of the lnstitute of Oriental Studies.
They are doing it on a very high level. So why they had won the
sympathy and gratitude of the scientific workers-doctors and professors
of the lnstitute.

ln this occaision we would like to mention only at one fact. ln 1997-
2003, in the period of the Presidency of Arsen Jerejian, it was published
by sponsorship of Jerejian Foundation, 43 books, while in 2003-2011, in

B years, during the Presidency of Edward Jerejian it was published 50
books.

ln fact, the support of Jerejian Foundation during the
Presidency of Arsen and Edward Jerejians, meant appearance of the
light of hope at the end of the tunnel.

And the Armenian orientalists walked out from that cold and somber
tunnel, recording the revival of their lnstitute, bearing in mind with
gratitude the humanitarian attitude of the mentioned Foundation and its
leaders towards the Orientalistic center of Armenia during the last 15
years.

The Armenian Orientalists hope that their fruitful cooperation will
have its continuation in future too.
