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SUMMARY

Eurasianism, as a philosophical-ideological movement, emerged in the early 1920s among
Russian emigrant intellectuals in Europe. Although it was initially developed as an alternative
interpretation of Russia’s civilizational identity and historical trajectory, it was reinterpreted
and incorporated into Turkey’s foreign and regional policy discourse after the collapse of the
USSR. This development enhances the scientific relevance of the topic and maintains
academic interest in its theoretical examination. Diverse and at times contradictory
approaches to Eurasianism continue to evolve and remain influential in contemporary
intellectual and political debates. The relevance and scholarly significance of this research are
further reinforced by the fact that Russia, through its integration initiatives, seeks to construct
a shared Eurasian regional identity grounded in historical, cultural, and civilizational
commonalities. Concurrently, Turkey is reconfiguring the concept of the “Turkic world” by
integrating elements of Eurasianism, thereby broadening its political reach and geopolitical
engagement across adjacent regions. The foreign and regional policies of Russia and Turkey
exert a direct influence on the post-Soviet region, including, particularly, Armenia. This
circumstance emphasises the necessity of an in-depth understanding of Russia's and Turkey's
strategic orientations and underlying ideological frameworks, where a thorough and critical
study of Eurasianism takes on special significance. This study also carries substantial
theoretical and methodological importance, as it contributes to revealing of the mechanisms
through which transnational ideologies are transformed, adapted, and instrumentalized under
the influence of historical and political processes.

The aim of this study is to conduct a comparative analysis of the Russian and Turkish
concepts of Eurasianism.

To that aim, the following research objectives are formulated: a) to compare the stages of
development of the Russian and Turkish variations of Eurasianism, as well as the historical
foundations that contributed to their emergence; b) to identify and compare the key
ideological characteristics underlying the Russian and Turkish conceptualizations of
Eurasianism; c) to examine the instrumentalization of Eurasianism within Russian and Turkish
regional integration programs; d) to analyze the ideological dimension that shapes the
potential for both competition and cooperation between these states; e) to investigate the
measures undertaken by Russia and Turkey within the framework of Eurasian integration
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initiatives aimed at fostering a new regional identity among peoples sharing historical and
cultural affinities.

Qualitative research methods were applied in the study. Discourse analysis was used to
identify comparable features of the Russian and Turkish concepts of Eurasianism.
Comparative analysis was applied to examine the underlying ideological dimensions, with
particular attention to the key ideas regarded as foundational in both frameworks. This
method made it possible to find both the similarities and differences between Russian and
Turkish concepts of Eurasianism. On this basis, thematic analysis was conducted to reveal
common patterns in the Russian and Turkish interpretations of Eurasianism. In the third
chapter, a multiple case study method was employed to examine the instrumentalization of
Eurasianism within Russian and Turkish regional integration projects, using the Eurasian
Economic Union and the Organization of Turkic States as empirical cases. The theoretical
framework of transnationalism is used as a systemic perspective for explaining Eurasianism.
It was applied to analyze the practical applicability of Eurasianism in regional and transnational
contexts.

The dissertation systematizes and presents, for the first time, the ideological features that
constitute the substantive core of Eurasianism, including the geographical conceptualization
of Eurasia and the idea of forming a unifying geopolitical pole; anti-Western orientations in
both Russian and Turkish concepts; the role of Eurasian nationalism; the influence of religion
in Eurasianism; as well as the notion of a shared cultural core and a distinct Eurasian
civilization. These elements are comparatively examined in the Russian and Turkish variations
of Eurasianism through thematic analysis, which reveals their principal similarities and
differences. For the first time, transnationalism is employed as a theoretical framework for
the analysis of the ideological foundations of Russia's and Turkey's regional integration
programs. The study argues for the relevance of transnationalism as an analytical perspective
in ideological research, particularly in analyzing Eurasianism. As empirical illustrations of the
localization of a transnational integration model, the ideological foundations of the Eurasian
Economic Union and the Organization of Turkic States are compared for the first time. This
allows for the identification of specific patterns in the instrumentalization of Eurasianism by
Russia and Turkey, while also demonstrating its ideological flexibility and multi-layered
applicability.
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
